To all and singular to whom these Presents shall come.
Know Ye !

Whereas His Excellency the President of the Republic of Nicaragua has,
by a Commission bearing date the 26™ April 2024, appointed Mr. Jak Chamikorn,
to be Honorary Consul-General of the Republic of Nicaragua to the Kingdom
of Thailand, with jurisdiction throughout the Kingdom of Thailand,
and We, having approved of this appointment according to the Commission
before-mentioned, authoﬁse him to exercise the functions of his office, and to have
all the honours, priviléges, exemptions and immunities according to treaty
engagements.

All competent Authorities are commanded to recognise him
in the capacity of Honorary Consul-General of the Republic of Nicaragua
to the Kingdom of Thailand so that he may freely exercise his consular
functions, provided always that, for his personal business relations, he may be sued
without the right to claim any privilege or exemption.

The said Authorities are enjoined to attend to the execution
of .the present authorisation, which shall be registered wherever it may

be necessary.

Done at Bangkok, this Twelfth day of August in the year of
Our Lord the Buddha Two Thousand Five Hundred and Sixty-seven (A.D.
2024), being the Ninth Year of Our Reign.
